mer, the judging of “in-bloom” group
efforts organised by Perth & Kinross
Council. The judging took place at
the beginning of August with the
awards not being made public until
Monday 8" September. Coupar
Angus was judged in the Small
Country Town Category, along with
Pitlochry, Crieff, Blairgowrie and
Rattray

The competition not only considers
floral displays throughout the year
but also covers a wide range of
issues including participation by
children, community involvement,
environmental cleanliness,
biodiversity and sustainability
amongst other categories. This year,
prompted by comments from
participating groups, the awards
were slightly different with
recognition being made in the form
of a Gold, Silver Gilt, Silver and
Bronze medals, much like the Royal
Horticultural Show medals awarded
at the Chelsea Flower Show.

Coupar Angus Pride of Place, taking
part for only the third time, was
awarded a Silver Gilt for their efforts
this year, a remarkable achievement.

Following the award of medals for
the participating groups in
categories, Wee Village, Small
Village, Large Village as well as
Small Country Towns, discretional
awards are made by the judges in

recognition of outstanding
contributions. Of the 4 discretional
awards given on the night, the
judges made the very rare decision
to present Coupar Angus with two
awards, firstly, the prestigious Silver
Salver for “Best Community Effort”,
and secondly, the award for the
“Best Improvement in a Town”.

Tom Sharpe, Pride of Place Chair,
commented that the judges decision

What is a Conservation Area?

These are areas that have been judged
to have special character because of
their history and architecture and usually
include groups of buildings within a
village, town or city. There are 32
Conservation Areas in Perth and Kinross.

Does Coupar Angus have a

Conservation Area?

The area within the purple line on this
map is Coupar Angus Conservation Area.
This means that Perth and Kinross
Council have extra planning controls in
place to preserve and enhance the
important  architecture and historic
character of this area for the enjoyment
and benefit of future generations.

How does the Conservation Area
affect me?

Listed buildings already have their own
protection, but you will require
Conservation Area Consent before you
demolish any building within the
Conservation Area. Similarly, all trees
within the Conservation Area are
protected from pruning, lopping or
felling to safeguard the character of both
the area and environment.

Since August 2008, you must now get
Planning Permission for most types of
work to the outside of a building or

structure in the Coupar Angus

Conservation Area, including, for

example:-

. alterations or replacement of
windows and doors, including
roof lights;

o the installation of satellite dishes;

. erection of some signs

. the erection of or alterations to
boundary walls, railings and
gates;

. work by any utility company;

. changes to guttering and external
pipe work e.g. changing cast iron
to plastic;

. changes to the type of roof cover-

ing e.g. changing Scotch to Welsh
slate or concrete tiles;

. the application of render to your
building;
. the removal of chimneys.

Although these may seem very minor
changes, they can have a significant
affect on the character of the area.

What should I do if I want to
carry out work on my
building?

If you carry out work within the
Conservation Area without the
necessary planning permission,
you might be required to put back
the building to its original state at
your own cost.

If you are thinking about carrying
out work to a building within the
Conservation Area, but are in any
doubt as to whether you need
Planning Permission, please
contact Perth and Kinross Council
for advice before you start.

Is the Townscape Heritage
Initiative connected to the
Conservation Area?

Coupar Angus has been awarded
grant funding to repair 18
buildings within the conservation
Area through the Townscape
Heritage Initiative (THI). The
Common Fund of £1,631,981 has
been granted by Perth and
Kinross Council, the Heritage
Lottery Fund, Historic Scotland,
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Perth and Kinross Heritage Trust
and Coupar Angus Regeneration
Trust.

These bodies have all awarded
money to Coupar Angus THI
because they recognise the
importance of Coupar Angus as a
historic town, the value and
beauty of its architecture and
because these buildings are
protected within a Conservation
Area.
